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				    “Understanding Your Dreams”  part 2
Foundation Scripture: Acts 2:17
I. Proverbs 4:20-27
A. Remember, your heart writes the script concerning your dreams
1. “Out of your heart are the issues of life.”  Dreams should be the continuation of the voice of God that you hear during the day.  
2. Dreams are God’s instruction, correction, warning, and confirmation in your life.  Remember over 1/3 of your life, you spend sleeping and 1/3 of the gifts of the spirit are used regularly through God-given dreams (prophecy, word of wisdom, word of knowledge).
3. Protecting your heart is vital in the protection of God’s voice (His Word) in your life.  If you are planting corrupt seeds during the day, your heart will have no choice but to produce from what has been planted!
B. Judges 7:12-17, verse 22
1. Anyone can have a dream, and anyone who rightly divides God’s Word can interpret it. (You do not need a book or symbol guide to dreams to receive the interpretation) (There are some people that God uses in a special way with dreams, specifically when the dream is always about others – warnings, etc).
2. In this dream, one person had it and a friend interpreted it.  Gideon simply acted on the interpretation!
C. What do I do with a dream?
1. First, you must believe that God speaks to you through dreams – Speak it out loud that you believe that God speaks to you through dreams and your heart will receive it.
2. Get a pen and paper ready to write it down.  This shows God that you are serious about hearing His voice.
3. Ask 5 simple questions:
· What does that symbol mean to me?
· What is the key action of the dream? (Falling, driving a car, running, etc.) (Have you ever had a dream where you were trying to run real fast and you couldn’t seem to get your feet to move? – Interpretation: Sluggish in your spirit, letting the Word slip).
· What is the key emotion in the dream? (Anger, fear, frustration, peace, faith).
· Where am I experiencing this action, this emotion?
· Is this present, past, or future? (back yard – past; in the house – present; front yard – future) (many times a dream can reveal all 3 in the same dream).
4. Pay attention to numbers (4 snakes, 4 trees, etc.) and colors (red – alert, black – dominant)
5. Be mindful of who you tell your dreams to (Joseph).
II. Dreams and Divine Counsel (Warning)
A. Matthew 2:11-23
1. These dreams were a continuation of God’s protection and divine counsel
2. Do not just throw aside your dream.  If you do not know the interpretation, seek counsel from God through prayer until you receive the release in the Spirit.
B. Other facets about dreams
1. When you dream of a person in danger, don’t just pray for them, ask the Lord if you should call them. 
2. Famous Dreams List 
3. Dreams can bring witty inventions and solutions to problems (Example: Elias Howe, the inventor of the sewing machine).
4. Reoccurring Dreams usually indicate reoccurring warning or danger from the enemy.
5. Dreams with an unknown person or face in it happen all the time.  If they are evil, they represent evil spirits (woman – strange woman /stranger’s voice).  Other faces that do not bring adverse emotions, are people that you could come across in the future – Ever experience Déjà vu?  (You saw it in a dream).
6. As stated earlier, you do not need a symbol guide to interpret a dream, just a humble, seeking heart.
7. Dreams keep you balanced.  Listen to God’s voice through your dreams.  They are divine counsel from His presence.
